Outdoor Activities 
Jefferson County Parks and Recreation 
Jefferson County Parks Department has 29 parks without entry fees, nearly 230 miles 
of trails, and a legacy of conservation and land preservation. Combine that with many 
recreation centers in Jeffco, there are many options for residents and visitors of 
Jefferson County. 

 

Foothills Park & Recreation 
District residents receive a discount on fees, but Foothills’ facilities, classes and events 
are open to the public including three recreation centers, one 2-sheet ice arena, four 
indoor and four outdoor swimming pools and two indoor sports facilities.

Bandimere Speedway 
Bandimere Speedway is a quarter-mile dragstrip located just outside Morrison, 
Colorado and Lakewood, Colorado. It opened in 1958 and hosts the NHRA's Mopar 
Mile-High Nationals. The facility has a seating capacity of 23,500 spectators. 

 

Boettcher Mansion 
The Boettcher Mansion provides a rare combination of historic authenticity and 
modern amenities from its secluded setting inside the Lookout Mountain Nature 
Preserve in Golden, CO, only a half-hour drive west of Denver.

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Buffalo Bill's Museum & Grave 
The Museum illustrates the life, times, and legend of William F. Cody. It includes 
exhibits about Buffalo Bill's life and the Wild West shows, Native American objects, 
and firearms. 

 

Butterfly Pavilion  
Butterfly Pavilion is the first stand-alone, Association of Zoos and Aquariums-
accredited non-profit invertebrate zoo in the world and a leader in invertebrate 
knowledge, inspiration and connection. 

 

Chatfield Farms 
Facilities include the Earl J. Sinnamon Visitor Center, the historical Hildebrand Ranch, 
a restored 1918 dairy barn and silo, the 1874 Deer Creek Schoolhouse, 2.5 miles of 
nature trails, the Deer Creek Discovery children’s play area and numerous wildflower 
gardens. Bring your binoculars and wander the many trails. The area is known for 
exceptional bird watching. 

 
Colorado Railroad Museum 
The Colorado Railroad Museum offers over 100 narrow and standard gauge steam 
and diesel locomotives, passenger cars, cabooses HO Model Railroad and G-scale 
garden railway on our 15-acre railyard. Also, see their exhibit galleries, renowned 
library, Roundhouse restoration facility and working turntable. Group rates and 
programs are available. 

 

Dinosaur Ridge 
Dinosaur Ridge is a National Natural Landmark just outside suburban Denver. It has 
been ranked as the top dinosaur track site in the United States, and one of the top 
such sites in the world. Their mission is to educate the public about, and ensure the 
preservation of, the natural and historic resources of Dinosaur Ridge, Triceratops Trail, 
and the surrounding areas. 

 

Lakeside Amusement Park 
Lakeside Amusement Park is a large facility with excitement, history and charm, 
located by a picturesque lake with great mountain views.  A merry-go-round, a drop 
tower, bumper boats, roller coasters, sports cars and many spinning rides make 
Lakeside the perfect site for family fun and large events.

SeaQuest brings the majestic wonders of our planet, ranging from rainforests and 
deserts to exotic marine life. Guests are encouraged to connect with animals and 
learn about their ecosystems through various hands-on activities which include hand 
feeding sharks, stingrays, birds and tropical animals.  

 

Tiny Town Railroad 
Tiny Town Railroad is just a short drive west of Denver into the foothills. Here, you can 
spend the day among their kid-sized buildings, ride the train, and enjoy a picnic.
